NOTIFICATION
New Delhi, the 18th November, 2022
G.S.R. 867(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 7 of the Indian Telegraph Act, 1885(13 of

1885), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Indian Telegraph Rules, 1951,
namely: -

(i)

(I) These rules may be called the Indian Telegraph (4™ Amendment) Rules, 2022.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

In rule 525 of the Indian Telegraph Rules, 1951 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules), -
in sub-rule (2), after clause (vi), the following clause shall be inserted, namely: -

“(vii) Stream-V1I - Research and Development of technologies, products and services for the purpose
of providing access to telegraph services in rural and remote areas: Financial support, not exceeding
five percent of the annual collection under the Fund, may be provided with the approval of the Central
Government for the Research and Development of technology, product and service for the purpose of
providing affordable telegraph service in rural and remote areas, subject to condition that the capital
expenses and operating expenses for the Research and Development shall only be taken into account to
determine the Net cost.”;

after sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely: -
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“3) Where support is to be extended to the Universal Service Provider, selected on nomination, capital
expenses and operating expenses net of revenue or capital expenses or operating expenses net of revenue or
as indicated in the relevant stream in sub-rule (2), shall be taken into account to determine the Net cost.”.

3. In rule 526 of the said rules, for the words, brackets and letters “and items (a), (b) and (c) of clause (vi)”, the
words, brackets and letters, “and items (a), (b) and (c) of clause (vi) and clause (vii)” shall be substituted.

4. After rule 526 of this said rules, the following rule shall be inserted, namely: -

“526A. Special criteria for selection of Universal Service Provider by nomination. - In the interest of
the Universal Service Obligation, in a special circumstances or exigency and for the adequate justification,
to be recorded in writing, any public sector enterprise or autonomous body of the Central Government or
State Government, which is an eligible operator, may be selected as the Universal Service Provider by
nomination, with the approval of the Central Government and the Agreement signed as a result of the
nomination shall not be treated as grant of fresh license under the Indian Telegraph Act, 1885 (13 of
1885).”.
